3. All nominees must be current financial members and hold any relevant awards. All
nominations must be endorsed by both Club and Branch representatives prior to selection,
please contact your Club and Branch to acquire letters of endorsement. Any nomination that
fails to meet these requirements will not be accepted.

SLSA Anti-Doping Policy

Surf Life Saving Australia supports the Australian Government, SportAus, the AOC, and the Australian
Sports Anti-Doping Authority (ASADA) in their efforts to eradicate the use of drugs in sport. SLSA has
published an Anti-doping Policy, which will be adhered to for this event.

Please be aware that random drug testing by ASADA could take place during the competition. It is
highly recommended each State/Territory team member (including management and staff)
complete the ASADA online e-learning program (Level 1) to ensure all personnel are aware of
contemporary issues pertaining to anti-doping.

Further to this, it is highly recommended that each team, under the direction of the management,
undergo at least one anti-doping education and awareness activity as a group.
